Learning Is driven by challenging,
open-ended problems.

Students work in small
collaborative groups.

Teachers take on the role of
"facilitators" of learning.




Research on PBL

. Hmelo-Silver et al cite a large study by
Geler on the effectiveness of inquiry-
based science for middle school
students, as demonstrated by their
performance on high-stakes
standardized tests. The improvement
was 14% for the first cohort of students

and 13% for the second cohort.
